2.       Church End common green surround litter free and well maintained.  Tidy and well managed play area secure by spring gate.   Good tennis courts which can be illuminated.  Pavilion has good surroundings.

3.       Good Community Centre area with much activity in evidence.  Surrounding area tidy and well managed.

4.       Snakemoor Local Nature Reserve.  Good managed area with a clear natural pond.  Comprehensive waterproof local information plate in situ.

5.       Banks parade shops surroundings clean and tidy.  All public houses within Church End very presentable.  Butcher’s shop surround tidy and litter free.

6.       Bus shelter clean and good.  Notice boards at Community Centre up to date and newsworthy re Council affairs.

7.       Village sign at Church End in good order.  War memorial, good and well maintained, clean and planted.  Church End pond clean and well managed surrounds and a good community area.

8.       Haddenham continues to be a most attractive village with excellent facilities.
